Approval of Minutes:  Mr. Lass made a motion to approve the October minutes, a second was made by Kelly Wollmuth, and the board approved.  
Announcements:  Rich Hall has been appointed as the new FAME director.  Mr. Hall has a degree in theater from UNI and currently works at the Onward Fine Arts Center in Maquoketa.  Mr. Lass has developed a job description for Mr. Hall which he will give to him this week.
Committee Reports:
Dance: Mr. Johll stated that the dance coming up will be from 6:30 – 9:00.  It will include inflatables from LT Amusements, and the ticket price will remain the same for students.

Spirit Wear:  Mr. Johll reported that Jane Rife has had much success with spirit wear sales so far this year, and complimented the job she’s done with it since taking over the task.  At this time, the amount made from conferences was not yet reported. Jane would like to sell out some of the older designs. Kelly suggested possibly getting various colored shorts with the Roosevelt logo.  
FAME:  Annette reported that she still has not been able to locate a choreographer or a costume director.  She has made many contacts, and she is waiting to hear back from some.  She reported that auditions begin Thursday, November 3rd, and casting will be finished on November 15th.  Mike Lenstra reported that the system for online ticket sales is ready to go when needed. 
Yearbook:  Mr. Johll said the cover for the yearbook is picked out, and Kristin is moving ahead with the rest.  Mr. Johll noted that last year’s yearbook was very well done.
Newsletter: Mike reported that the newsletter going home on Wednesdays rather than Thursdays this year is working out very well.
Hospitality: Mr. Lass and Mr. Johll said the dinner for staff for conferences was well done.  Parents assisted by donating pop, desserts, and chips.

PBS: Mike reported that he and Mary Fink have been looking for a speaker.  Annette mentioned the Association of Motivational Speakers as a possible source.  Mr. Lass said he would look into some things as well.

Continuing Business:

Screens: Mr. Lass reported that he’s waiting for a quote this week.  He also stated that the shades will be installed in the cafeteria this week.
Grants: Peggy is looking into grants.  

Bassoon: Mike said that there was a cheaper bassoon as an option.  Mr. Lass mentioned looking into the possibility of the school partnering with the PTO to buy a bassoon.

Flags: The purchase of new flags was approved and is going forward.

Kelly Wollmuth reported that there is nothing new at this time.  There is a deposit from spirit sales to be made, and payments will go out for the dance. Laura moved to approve the treasurer’s report, with a second from Peggy.
New Business/Request Forms:  
Projectors: Mike said that they were thinking of doing the projectors in 2 waves, but there is a concern with timing because DCSD Buildings and Grounds Department is very busy and there is no sure date for installation.  Mike forwarded information about a possible grant from Kristi Howes to Peggy.  Peggy said she has seen it, and will look into it further.  Mike shared some information he got from Kristi Howes about purchasing some iPad2s.  Peggy made a motion to approve the purchase of 10 iPads, with a second from Laura. The board approved the purchase up to the amount of $5,500.
